	Lids and caps to be replaced after usage immediately.

Remedial: Move person to fresh air and remove the source of Inhalation from the immediate vicinity. Encourage deep breaths to flush out aerosol. If respiratory problems persist, seek medical advice, and show container.

If the skin is bonded to other skin or surface, do not try to remove. And seek first aid for help.
	Lids replaced after use,
Only use a small amount at a time.

Both activator and Glue to be signed out from technician, to make sure they do not get left in classes and abused / stolen

Debonder kept with technician and only to be used to debond skin to skin or skin to object. if a small amount of super glue is on skin only and not bonded to anything, wash hands with soap and leave to wear off over time. (Sweating will speed up this process.) this loosens the glue from the skin
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	General First Aid measures:
	ALL affected.

	General advice : 

Move out of dangerous area.

Consult a physician.

Show this safety data sheet to the doctor in attendance.

If inhaled : Move to fresh air.

Consult a physician after significant exposure.

In case of skin contact : Take off contaminated clothing and shoes immediately.

Wash off with soap and plenty of water.

If symptoms persist, call a physician.

In case of eye contact : Immediately flush eye(s) with plenty of water.

Remove contact lenses.

Keep eye wide open while rinsing.

If eye irritation persists, consult a specialist.
